Our Recent Professional Learning Day 

On June the 12th all schools in Victoria had a student free 
day to devote to assessment and reporting. To better 
meet students needs at PPPS, all our teachers were 
involved in a professional learning day that focused on 
how assessment is used to plan our teaching and learning 
programs.  

The day consisted of a number of sessions where staff 
looked at DEECD expectations and developed deeper 
knowledge of the online assessment tools devised by the 
Education Department. We had some of our own very 
knowledgeable staff leading professional development in 
using Mathematics and English assessment and 
diagnostic tools. Our experts took staff through the 
process of how these tools can be best used to analyse 
individual student performance. This analysis directed 
teachers to investigate relevant resources to assist them 
when planning to meet specific student needs, as well as 
improving student rate of progress.  

Our teachers had a very productive day. Feedback from 
staff highlighted that they valued having time to look in 
detail at our most recent school wide student achievement 
data generated by this current report cycle. The teaching 
staff worked in year level teams and used this information 
to analyse student learning needs, then researched and 
shared teaching resources to address these needs. The 
professional learning day was well timed as it led straight 
into our planning week this week. This meant that 
teachers were able to use their extended professional 
knowledge and skills to plan effective teaching programs 
for term 3.  

It is always rewarding to work with our staff, as they have 
such a high level of professionalism and commitment to 
improving student learning.
